Assam School Shakeout’ in Cachar
A Massive Step Toward Disaster-Ready Schools; DDMA and
ASDMA jointly conduct earthquake and fire safety mock drills
across 40 schools to strengthen disaster preparedness and
awareness among students and teachers

ture of safety and preparedness, the District Disaster Management Au-
thority (DDMA), Cachair, in collaboration with the Assam State Disaster
Management Authority (ASDMA), successfully organised the “Great
Assam School Shakeout Mock Drills” on earthquake and fire safety
across 40 schools in Cachar district on Wednesday.

Students and staff practiced
quick assembly, orderly movement to safe zones, and teamwork-based
response measures, reflecting growing community readiness for real-
world emergencies.
Officials from UNICEF, along with school administrators and teachers,
played an active role in coordinating the event, reaffirming the collective
commitment towards disaster risk reduction and community safety. The
initiative not only educated young minds but also instilled a sense of re-
sponsibility and awareness crucial for reducing casualties during unfore-
seen calamities.
